Factory Finishing Field Finishing

 - Factory controlled conditions

 - Mechanically applied preparation 
producing superior color, consistency & 
uniformity door to door

 - Easier handling due to hard finish

 - Automatically poly-bagged

 - Environmentally friendly*

 - Full Lifetime Warranty

 - 17 Designer Colors (Standard) or custom 
to match sample

 - Significant $$ savings over field 
finishing**

 - Dusty, uncontrolled environment

 - Applied by hand. Poor surface. Often 
produces blotchy stain-take, with "starves" 
or "runs" in top coat

 - Raw wood scratches and dents easier
when shipped unfinished

 - No Poly-bag protection unless specified

 - Solvent based disposal?

 - No warranty on field finish from any Door 
manufacturer. Possibly 1 year from painter

 - More costly than factory finishing**

Better finish, Easier to handle, Better 
Warranty, Less Expensive = 

Better Value.

Less consistency, damaged easier, little 
if any warranty, more expensive =
